AT 0630 IN THE DARK AND HAD TO CLUMB THROUGH CLOUDS AND ASSEMBLE AT 18,000 FT.
LEFT ENGLAND AT 0900. GOT TO L.P. AND WE THREW OUT THE CARPET (ALUMINUM
FTILINGS TO THROW OFF THE RADAR), DROPPED BOMBS USING THE PATHFINDER AND
PRETTY SURE WE HIT THE CITY. GOT PAST BEFORE THEY CQULD GET THE FLAK UP.

WERE ATTACKED BY AT LEAST 100 GERMAN FIGHTERS FROM TARGET ON FOR ABCUT

ONE HOUR. WNO ESCORT SHOWED UP. A M,E.109 HIT HEAD.ON WITH 4 FCORT OVER
TARGET. FIGHTER BLEW UP AND FORT WENT DOWN. 5 MIN. LATER BOSTWICK WENT DOWN,
5 CHUTES CPENED. 10 MIN. LATER & FORT BROKE APART. A FEW MIN. LATER A FORT
WENT OVER ON HIS BACK ‘AND WENT STRAIGHT DOWN. 15 MIN. LATER IN THE GROUP
NEXT TO US, ONE FORT CAME UP UNDER ANOTHER ONE & CUT ITS TAIL COMPLETELY OFF.
WEWEWO BODIES FLY QUT. [T SPUN DOWN AND ONE CuUTE FINALLY GOT OUT. THE OTHER
PLANE TORE ITS WING OFF AND WENT DOWHN. DIDN'T SEE ANY CHUTES. A WHILE LATER
A FORT PULLED OUT A LITTLE AND ONE CHUTE CAME OUT. IT STRUGGLED ALONG AND
FINALLY CAME BACK. COULDN'T FIGURE iT oUT., P-47'S FINALLY ARRIVED. GOT

WE LOST 3 PLANES FROM OUR SQUADRON. GERMAN FIGHTERS SURE LOOKED NEW AND’

ALL PAINTED UP RED AND BLACK. CAME STRAIGHT THROUGH THE GROUPS ALSO.

MISSION #19. BRAUNSWEIG, GERMANY. CITY OF 500,000 POPULATION. 100 MILES

WEST OF BERLIN. CARRIED 12 500 LB. DEMOLITION BOMBS. PATHFINDER MISSION
WITH COLONEL VAN LEADING. GOT UP AT 0200. TCOK OFF AT 0800. LEFT ENGLAND
AT 1000 FROM CLACTON-ON-~THE-SEA. GOT TO DUTCH COAST AND ENCOUNTEREQ a4 LARGE
BANK OF CLOUDS, WHICH WE HAD TO DETOUR ARQUND TO THE NORTH. PICKED UP P-47'S
§ P-38'S HALF WAY IN. RAN INTO CLOUD BANKS WHICH WE HAD TO FLY THROUGH.

WENT OVER TARGET AT 1215 WHILE STILL IN CLOUDS FLAK WAS LIGHT MIXED IN WITH
THE CLOUDS. DURING THE BOMB RUN THE HIGH SQUADRON WAS DIRECTLY OVER US AND

WE HAD TO MOVE AROUND TO PREVENT THEIR DROPPING ON US. SCARED US PLENTY
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WE BROKE OUT OF CLOUDS ABOUT 10 MIN., LATER. ONE FORT DROPPED DOWN ON THE

GOT PAID TODAY!. ON ALERT TONIGHT.

BRIEFED FOR FRANKFURT, GERMANY. GOT UP AT 0200. BRIEFED AT 0300. GOT OUT
TO PLANE AND MISSION WAS SCRUBBED, % HR. BEFORE TAKE OFF. GLAD iT WAS AS

_ THERE WERE THREE LAYERS OF CLOUDS WHICH WENT UP TO 16,000 FT.

ASSEMBLED AT 22,000 FT. OVER THE FIELD. LEFT ENGLAND AT 1005 AND WERE OVER
TARGET AT 1120. FLAK WAS INACCURATE AND NO GERMAN FIGHTERS. HAD P-47, p-38,
& P-S51 ESCORT. FLEW AT 28,000 FT. & 45 DEGREES BELOW ZERO. DID NOT GO OVER
NORTH SEA FAR ENQUGH AFTER LEAVING TARGET. TURNED WEST TCO SCON AND PICKED

WING OVER THE TARGET. M.P.I. WAS THE OLD BUSINESS DISTRICT OF TOWN, LEFT
ENGLAND FROM CLACTON-ON-THE-SEA ACAIN AT 1004. ON THE WAY IN WE GOT NORTH
OF COURSE AND WENT OVER THE RUHR VALLEY. WE WERE IN HEAVY FLaK FOR 6 MINUTES.

FOR 5 MINUTESTHIS TIME. IT WAS MORE ACCURATE THIS TIME AND AT EXACILY OU&
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ALTITUDE, 'CAME QUT 10 MILES SOUTH OF ROTTERDAM AND GOT BACK TO ENGLAND

AN HOUR LATER., LANDED AT 1500. LET DOWN OVER CUR SPLASHER THROUGH

2000 FT. COF CLOUDS. WE LOST OME PLANE. HE ABORTED ABQUT 50 MILES INLAND
AND DIDN'T COME BACK. HAD p-38, p~47, & p-51 ESCORT AND DIDN'T HAVE ANY

QUR SQUADRON DID NOT FLY TODAY. THE GROUP WENT TO A FAUXWULF (SP.7)
FACTORY IN SOUTHERN FRANCE. EASY RAID, $0, OF COURSE, WE DIDN'T GET

TO GO! THEY HAD NO FIGHTERS AND NO FLAK. WE LOST TWO CREWS IN YESTERDAY'S
RAID INSTEAD OF ONE AS WE HAD THOUGHT. SELBY FINISHED. TODAY. SOUBART
FINISHED HIS 25 MISSIONS YESTERDAY. GOOD FOR THEM!
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Em were bombing Hamberg Germany, on m} next to the last
missiomr, at 256608 feet. Over the target we were hit
by flak from the ground, which knocked two engines
out. We had to leave the formation and drop down and
back . E0 minutes later two German fighter plares
spotted us and attacked us head on. They knocked
onie more englne out. We then were at 600@ feet and
going down 1000 feet a minute with one engine onmr
fire. The German fighter planes were circling and
getting ready: for the Killi so we declded that if
we kept flying we would never make it bsckto England
and would have to ditch in the channel, which in the
winter was suiclide. We all bailed out thru the
bombay. I was falrly sue we were over Holland and
not Germany.

I hét the ground and hid my parachute and
opened my escape kit and got my compass and silk
maps -out and started walking southwest. I walked
to the nearest farm house and the lady there showed .

me where I was on the map. I then walked for four
hours and met a Dutchman on a bleyecle who I stopped
and when he finallly realized who I was put me in
a ditch to hide and came back for me at 10:00 p.M.
He then took me in a town to a house where I stayed
one week. While I was there they gave me civilian
clothes and a false I.D. card. I was a druggest
from Amsterdam.
I as told to go to Spain where I would be
free. I traveled by train following a Dutchman.
I stayed at nights with 3Safe Dutchpeople. I had to
wallk across the Heolland-Belgium border and stayed’
one week in a haystack. I got as far as Liege
-Belguim when the allled Invasion started so they
told me to stay put and wait for the U.3. army
to arrive. 1 stayed in Liege for two months walting
for the U. 5. Ist army to arrive. Then I was free,
I had many interesting experiences while
traveling around. At one train staticn I ate dinner
with two German soldiers-and I never said a word.
Crossing river bridges was always an experience.
They had German guard ouses on both sides and
every 10-15 people were pulled in and interogatedi
I finally figured it out so I timed it so I was
always the 1lst or 2nd to go by the guard honse.
I stayed in many towns in Hotland. Roemont, Venlo,
Endhoven, Ermelo, In Roermond I stayed one month
in 2 house without lookin g out of a window for
the whole time,
From Liege I rode and army truck to Paris
where I was flown back fo London. In London I

was promoted one rank, given $1500 in back pay,
a new uniform, and put on a boat to New York
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
